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Virginia Employment Commission Hosts Public Meetings 
 
Richmond – Beginning April 19, 2007, the Virginia Employment Commission (VEC) will host 
a series of public meetings statewide to discuss options for changes in service delivery and the 
impact on local offices.  Citizens and state and local elected officials are invited to attend these 
meetings and share their views on the VEC’s future. 
 
The VEC receives all of its funding from the federal government.  The source of this funding is 
the Federal Unemployment Tax (FUTA) paid by Virginia employers, but the share of these funds 
returned to Virginia has been steadily decreasing.  Currently, Virginia receives back only about 
30 percent of our employers’ FUTA dollars, which is the second lowest return in the nation. 
 
It has become clear that the VEC must significantly reduce the number of field offices and 
staffing levels.  This will allow the VEC substantial cost savings while directing resources into 
enhanced alternative service options.
